CANADIAN ACADEMY

Founded in 1913, Canadian Academy is a private, co-educational day and boarding school that
provides an inspirational learning experience. Our campus is located in Kobe, Japan on Rokko
Island. We are an IBO World School that offers the Primary Years, Middle Years and Diploma
Programmes. Canadian Academy blends the local Japanese culture with the elements from around
the world as students that attend CA come from 39 different countries. Our dormitory students
range from 8% to 12t grade and come from North America, Europe and Asia.

Canadian Academy inspires students to inquire, reflect and
choose to compassionately impact the world throughout their lives.

CANADIAN ACADEMY'S PROGRAMS

CA offers an Early Learning program for children, 3-5 years old. This program focuses on inquiry-
based learning and follows the Primary Years Programme (PYP). Housed in the new ELAC
building, the teacher to student ratio is 1:6.

CA offers an Elementary school program that also follows the PYP for ages 6-10. The elementary
school focuses on inquiry-based learning. In addition, students take classes in Art, Music, PE, and
Japanese. Grade 5 students participate in our 1:1 laptop program.

CA offers a Middle School program for 11-13 year old students that follows the Middle Years
Programme (MYP). Students take classes in performing arts, such as Orchestra, Band, Choir and
Drama, and in Visual Arts and Design. In addition, students in the middle school participate in our
1:1 laptop program and each year attend an overnight trip to a different part of Japan and a ski
trip.

CA offers a High School program for 14-18 year old students that follows the Middle Years
Programme and the Diploma Programme. Students in the high school also participate in the 1:1
laptop program. In addition, CA is a participant in APAC, Asia-Pacific Activities Conference, which
allows our students to compete in athletics and performing arts with schools around Eastern Asia.
Students also take classes in Design and Tea Ceremony. Each year, the students in the high school
travel around Japan for their class trips.

CANADIAN ACADEMY has world-class facilities, which include a 350-seat auditorium, a black
box theater, an extensive library, two gymnasia, a recording studio, two elementary playgrounds,
three design labs, five science laboratories, four art classrooms and a turf field.

AFTER CANADIAN ACADEMY, graduates go on to study at the top universities in the world
with about 80% of the graduating class studying in North America and 10% attend university in
both Asia and Europe. Over the past five years CA students have attended Yale University,
University of California - Berkeley, McGill University, Osaka University, Yonsei University, and
Oxford University as well as many others.
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
